FROM YOUR RIDER EDUCATOR  

 

Taking Corners   
 

ñRide Your Own Rideò, ñPick Your Own Lineò, donôt just follow the 
bikes in front like a row of ducks.  ñLook Through the Turnò.  What is the 
best line to use in a turn?  Some teachings say ñOutside, Inside, Outsideò, 
others ñSlow, Look, Lean, and Rollò or ñStay Outside Until You See the 
Exitò. 

There are all sorts of catchy words to describe the process of taking 
corners out on the highway.  We are not talking about freeway curves; we 
are referring to good old fashion two lane twisties.  When you are in the 
twisties, particularly on roads you are not familiar with, there is no 
substitute for entering a curve conservatively.  You always need to see 
hazards, be seen by other motorists, maintain good traction, and have the 
time and skills to deal with whatever the highway has to offer.  So the 
following are some observations from years in the saddle as well as 
having participated in numerous riding safety courses.  If you cannot see 
through the turn you need to slow to a speed that will allow you to react to 
hazards in time to avoid them.  The best time to do this is before you 
begin to lean the bike.  Braking while in a turn destabilizes the bike and 
reduces available traction.  You should enter every curve at a speed that 
will allow you to react to hazards and be slightly on the throttle.  Being 
ñslightly on the throttleò in a curve stabilizes the suspension which allows 
for more precise control.  

Look through the turn.  The bike is going to go where you are 
looking.  You always need to scan the road far enough ahead so that you 
can establish a game plan to avoid hazards as they present themselves.  
So now that you are in the curve, what is the best line to follow?  Knowing 
that you need to see and be seen as far out as possible, you should enter 
each corner as far to the outside as safe.  This allows you to see farther 
around the corner and you will be seen more easily by oncoming 
motorists.  In general you will want to move to the inside of the curve 
beyond the apex of the curve (delayed apex) then move again to the 
outside of the curve as you are exiting the curve.  When you chose to be 
at the inside of a curve beyond the apex you gain a couple things.  
You have remained further out for a longer time (see and be seen), you are 
straightening out the curve thereby reserving traction in case you need to 
make an evasive maneuver later in the turn, and you are in a better 
situation should the turn continue longer or tighter than you had expected.  

 
 
 



 
 
 
 
 
So what do you do if you are still going to fast or the turn is tighter 

than you expected?  Keep looking where you want the bike to go and lean 
farther. Most of us do not use all the available lean angle of the bike.  The 
bike will scrape pegs long before hard parts scrape.  

If you absolutely need to apply the brakes while in a turn, it is 
necessary to stand the bike upright first. If you brake hard while leaned 
over you will likely loose traction and the results will not be favorable.

Carrot Cake

2 Cups flour 

1 tsp Baking Powder 

1 tsp. Baking Soda 

1 tsp. Cinnamon 

¼ tsp. Salt 

2 Cups Sugar 

1 ½ Cups Crisco Vegetable Oil 

2 Cups Finely Grated Raw Carrots 

½ Cups Finely chopped nuts (walnut or pecans) 

4 Eggs 

 

Combine Sugar Crisco and Carrots.  Gradually add eggs betting after each addition.   

Mix all dry ingredients together, mixing well. 

Add dry ingredients to Cisco mixture and mix well. 

Grease and lightly flour (or use PAM) a Bundt Pan 

Bake at 350Ǔ for 50-60 minutes. 

Let cool completely and frost with cream cheese frosting and chopped nuts. 

 

Cream Cheese Frosting 

2 (8 ounce) packages cream cheese, softened 

1/2 cup butter, softened 

2 cups sifted confectioners' sugar 

1 teaspoon vanilla extract 
In a medium bowl, cream together the cream cheese and butter until creamy. Mix in the 

vanilla, then gradually stir in the confectioners' sugar. Store in the refrigerator after use.

½ C Butter 

3 C Sugar 

¾ C Pet Evaporated Milk 

2 C (12 oz.) SemiSweet Chocolate Chips 

1 Jar (7-7 1/2oz) Marshmallow Crème 

1 C Chopped Nuts or Crushed Hard Peppermint Candy 

1 tsp. Vanilla 

 

Butter a 13x9 inch pan.  Microwave butter in 3 quart. Microwave safe pan on high for 1 min. 

or until butter is melted. 

 

Stir in sugar & milk.  Microwave on high for 10 min. stirring every 2 minutes. (This step is 

very important ï you MUST stir it every 2 minutes) 

 

Add chocolate chips, marshmallow crème, nuts and vanilla at once. Stir just until chips and 

marshmallow crème are melted and blended.  Pour into buttered pan, spread out.  Cool until 

firm.
