Sun Blind

You tend to work late compared to many other commuters, but this suits you just fine because it means that your ride 

home will be devoid of heavy traffic. 

 

During this time of year, it also means that you’ll be riding when the sun is low in the sky. Although the low sun rakes 

across the landscape in a way that amplifies its beauty, it can also create dangerous situations when the sun is directly in 

your eyes, or in the eyes of fellow road users. Fortunately, for most of your ride home, the sun is mostly behind and to 

your left so that your vision is unaffected. 

 

You are on a straight road with a side street on your right.  A small SUV has just come to a stop at the intersection. The 

driver appears to be waiting for you to pass, but you notice that he is shielding his eyes from the sun.  You proceed 

without slowing, convinced that he sees you.  But, the next thing you see is that the SUV is accelerating hard. You 

move to the left hoping for enough space to get by, but it becomes apparent that a collision is inevitable.  You slam on 

the brakes abruptly, which causes your bike to skid out of control. You hit the pavement hard, but thankfully the SUV 

driver stops in time to avoid running over you. 

 

Intersections are always a cause for concern, especially when a car is waiting to cross your path. You were smart to be 

wary of the driver, but you missed the important clues that could have prevented the crash. First, the low sun should 

have made you extra alert that drivers may not see you. Second, the SUV driver was shielding his eyes, which should 

have told you that his visibility was impaired right at the moment when you most needed him to see you clearly. 

 

This information should have caused you to slow down much earlier and cover your brakes in anticipation of a quick 

stop.  You should have also beeped your horn as you approached. This was a hard lesson, and the next time you’ll be 

more aware of the situation. Your vision might not have been affected by the solar glare, but those drivers who face the 

sun may be blinded.
